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Summary of modifications of the check-lists 

for First Level Control
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The templates of check-lists to be used by First Level Controllers have been revised on 6th February 2012. The following sections have been slightly modified:
Control checklist for the First Level Controller Administrative check (every 6 months):
· Section 3, question 1, mention of the regional public procurement rules has been added;
· Section 3, the following question was added: “In case of amounts below the lowest applicable European, national and regional thresholds, has the controlled organisation an internal public procurement policy to apply?”
· Section 3, the following question was added: “Has the controlled organisation complied with the procedures defined by the internal public procurement policy when applicable?”

· Section 4, the following question was added: “Have the ERDF grant and/or public match-funding of the controlled organisation been subsidised under the De Minimis rules?”

· Section 4, former question n° 3 has been modified as follows: “At the date of the control, does the controlled organisation still comply with the De Minimis threshold (for further information, please refer to the Programme Manual)?”
Please note that the following two templates of control check-lists remain unchanged:

· Control checklist for the First Level Controller On-the-spot (administrative) check
· Control checklist for the First Level Controller On-the-spot (physical) check
The last revised version of each template shall always be used by First Level Controllers of all approved projects in the framework of the INTERREG IV A 2 Seas Programme.
